This would allow us time to promote the scholarship at the Orlando Conference.

3. Train-the-Trainer Program – Normally the training is held at the end of the NSEA conference, but looking at the possibility of having the training in early March at a college or university.  Beth stated that financial assistance will be needed from NSEA to pay the expenses for those conducting the training and hopefully some fellowship money from UPS to pay for those participating in the training.
2010 Conference Update – Amy Suter

Things are chugging along pretty good for the conference and the presenters are set with only a few minor adjustments.  One of the scheduled presenters will be unable to attend because of a family emergency, but the presenter has offered to present the session via webinar.  Amy believe this is appropriate and we just need to make sure the internet is available and the moderator will have to type in the chat questions to the presenter.  A draft of the program is being finalized.
Currently we are at 65% and 74% of our room block.  If we stay within this range, we will have to pay $8,323.50 for the meeting space.  It is believed that we will be between the 75% and 84% range and the meeting space will cost $4,161.75.  Best case scenario would be to reach 85% or more, which means the meeting space would be at no cost to the association.
